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Self Contradiction of ICRP

The Code of Ethics of ICRP*! declares that ICRP acts independently of governments and organizations,
including industry and other users of radiation.

According to the ICRP membership list*?, ICRP members include some policy makers, and the
government pays for the works and the travel expenses of members. Those members are supposed to not
represent the government or the organization they belong to. However, they cannot act independently
of their governmental work, when they work as ICRP members, because their attitudes toward radiation
protection issues would be the same in both situations. That is, it is a great deception to say that ICRP
can act independently of government.

The following incidence is obviously against the ICRP’s ethics mentioned above.

Task Group 93 is Not Independent of the Japanese Government

Task Group 93 is now asking the public to consultation on the draft Radiological Protection of People
and the Environment in the Event of a Large Nuclear Accident. Mr. H is the vice chair of the group, and
prepared the draft. Mr. Hisa member of group IV of ICRP as well as an officer in the Nuclear Regulation Authority.
He now (as of Feb 27, 2019) serves as the technical adviser for the radiation protection in the Secretariat of the
Nuclear Regulation Authority.

The chair of Task Group 93, Mr. K, is a member of the main committee of ICRP, and also a member of the
Radiation Council. This council was established to standardize the technical policy of radiation protection, and is
supposed to provide information and opinions to the officers of the governing agents concerned,

Both the chair and the vice chair of Task Group 93 are officers of the Japanese government. The draft by Task
Group 93 cannot be regarded as being prepared independently of the Japanese government. This draft does
underestimate the health effects of the Fukushima Nuclear Power Plant accident, and promote re-starting the
nuclear power plants in Japan, in conformity with the Japanese government policy.

ICRP should withdraw the draft prepared by Task Group 93, because it obviously contradicts its own code of

ethics.
